There Will Be Discomforts
My name is Antoine N. Holloway and I thank you for calling Bible Moments.  This message is brought to you by the Wildercroft Church of Christ, located at 6330 Auburn Avenue, Riverdale, Maryland 20737.
Although it is clear God is our Guide, this does not mean there would be no discomforts.  In Exodus 16:1-2, the Bible reads, “And they took their journey from Elim, and all the congregation of the children of Israel came unto the wilderness of Sin, which is between Elim and Sinai, on the fifteenth day of the second month after their departing out of the land of Egypt.  And the whole congregation of the children of Israel murmured against Moses and Aaron in the wilderness.”
For over 400 years, the Egyptians enslaved the Israelites.  It was during this time the children of Israel grew accustomed to life being a certain way.  They got used to being told what to do.  They got used to being pushed around.  They got used to being ostracized and ridiculed for no apparent reason.  They were an enslaved people with a slave mentality.  A mentality so detrimental to their thinking they began to believe being slaves in Egypt was better than being free in the wilderness.  Therefore, you can take the slave out of the plantation, but you cannot take the plantation out of the slave.  As we step as believers in Christ Jesus, oftentimes, we become discomforted.  We get this way when we experience the disturbances, the disappointments, and the difficulties in our pilgrimage and begin to reminisce of how things used to be before we obeyed the gospel and before we began to live right.  We have to realize we are better off being in Christ than outside of Christ regardless of how things may appear.  In Christ, we have comfort.  Without Christ, we have chaos.  Listen to your Bible!  In Matthew 5:4, Jesus said, “Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall be comforted.”  Also, in 2 Corinthians 1:3-4, the Bible reads, “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies and God of all comfort, who comforts us in all our tribulation, that we may be able to comfort those who are in any trouble, with the comfort with which we ourselves are comforted by God.”  Let us comfort ourselves with these words.
