Understanding Revelation 2:10

What is the meaning of Revelation 2:10, where the Bible reads, “Fear none of those things which thou shalt suffer: behold, the devil shall cast some of you into prison, that ye may be tried; and ye shall have tribulation ten days: be thou faithful unto death, and I will give thee a crown of life?”

To be “faithful” means, “to be true to what we believe and remain steady in it.”  The word “unto,” in this text, means, “until.”  The word “death” means, “The end of physical life.” At this point, we are commanded to be true to what we believe and remain steady in it until we die.  We are commanded to be true to what we believe and remain steady in it even if it means the end of our physical life.  The Bible teaches if we remain faithful unto death, then we will receive a crown of life.  

Jesus concludes this message to the church of Christ in Smyrna by saying in verse 11, “He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; He that overcometh shall not be hurt of the second death.”  Whatever we are going through right now in our lives, we must not give up on God.  Our Lord promises, if we simply overcome with the power He provides, then spiritual death is not an option.
