The Hang Up

In Acts 5:29-32, the Bible reads, “Then Peter and the other apostles answered and said, We ought to obey God rather than men.  The God of our fathers raised up Jesus, whom ye slew and hanged on a tree.  Him hath God exalted with his right hand to be a Prince and a Saviour, for to give repentance to Israel, and forgiveness of sins.  And we are his witnesses of these things; and so is also the Holy Ghost, whom God hath given to them that obey him.”

What did it mean to be hanged on the cross?  In Deuteronomy 21:22-23, the Bible teaches, “And if a man have committed a sin worthy of death, and he be to be put to death, and thou hang him on a tree: His body shall not remain all night upon the tree, but thou shalt in any wise bury him that day; (for he that is hanged is accursed of God;) that thy land be not defiled, which the Lord thy God giveth thee for an inheritance.”  However, Jesus did not do anything worthy of death because He was sinless.  Listen to your Bible!  In 1 Peter 2:21-24, the Bible reads, “For even hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that ye should follow his steps: Who did no sin, neither was guile found in his mouth: Who, when he was reviled, reviled not again; when he suffered, he threatened not; but committed himself to him that judgeth righteously: Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed.”  This passage of scripture not only teaches Jesus did not sin, but it also explains why Jesus was hanged.  Jesus was hung up for our hang ups.
There is no greater love than what Jesus did for us.  He died to take away the penalty, power, & presence of sin in our lives.  Let us surrender all to the Savior while we still have time.
