Our Soul: Is It Saved Or Is It Lost?

Every individual has a soul.  It is not necessary to evaluate us socially by asking who we are, or racially by asking what color we are, or economically by asking what we have or where we live, or educationally by asking what schools we attended & the degrees we have received.  We all have a soul!  

In Matthew 16:26, the Bible reads, “For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? Or what shall a man give in exchange for his soul?”  Notice the expressions: “His own soul” & “His soul.”  Could these expressions imply anything less than the truth revealed in many other instances in the Bible every man is in possession of a personal, individual soul?  Each of us reading this has a soul, a living soul.  It must be made clear & known our personal habits, general character – righteousness or unrighteousness – goodness or sinfulness, obedience or disobedience to Christ, healthful thoughts or evil thoughts, honorable actions or ungodly actions, do have a bearing on the state/condition of our soul, though not on the existence of our soul.  

Jehovah Witnesses especially and Materialist, generally, claim man does not have a soul.  But God-fearing, Bible-believing people ignore such contemptible tools of the tempter, Satan, & endeavor to save their souls by pleasing God & surrendering obediently to Jesus Christ.

In Mark 8:36, the Bible reads, “For what shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul?”  It is, therefore, possible, according to Jesus, for a man to “lose his own soul.”  Is our soul lost today?  Is our soul out of spiritual contact with Jesus Christ?  Is our soul steeped in sinfulness; controlled by Satan, & overcome with the “lust of the flesh,” “lust of the eye,” & “the pride of life” (1 John 2:16)?  If so, our soul exists, but it exists in a lost state.  

But thanks to Christ & God’s plan for us, it is possible to change that now, today, by coming to Christ in humble obedience to His call & commandments, for He also speaks of “saving the soul.”  Listen to your Bible!  In James 1:21, the Bible reads, “Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of naughtiness, and receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save your souls.”

Is our soul saved?  If not, “Today is the day of salvation (2 Corinthians 6:2).”  Why not let it be our day of salvation?  Resolve now to be unwilling to:

· Gain the world at the expense of the soul

· Gain friends at the expense of the soul

· Gain material possessions at the expense of the soul

· Gain prestige at the expense of the soul.

Jesus asked in Matthew 16:26, “What is it profited?”

Plan now to become a member of the Lord’s church (Acts 2:47) & join yourself with the disciples of the Wildercroft church of Christ (Acts 9:26).  Become a Christian by yielding totally & obediently to Jesus Christ thereby saving the soul.  It is so very important we do this immediately before it is eternally & everlasting too late!!!
