What Is Faithfulness?

What Is Faithfulness?

Faithfulness is having a steady (not loose, unstable, fluctuating, sporadic, &/or on-and-off) frame of mind.  Faithfulness is the condition of being full of faith (Faithful = Full of Faith).

Faithfulness & Lovingkindness Are Often Used Together To Show They Are One In The Same Through Parallelism Of The Hebrew Scriptures

What is lovingkindness?  Lovingkindness is merciful and steadfast love; God’s kind of love.  Covenant love that calls for commitment & mutual faithfulness (Psalms 88:11).
What Is God’s Faithfulness?

God’s faithfulness must be established (Psalms 89:2).  God’s faithfulness is great.  Each day presents us with a new opportunity to discover & experience more of God’s love.  Even in the midst of terrible sorrow, Jeremiah looked for signs of mercy.  Faithfulness is the heart of the Book of Lamentations.  The comforting, compassionate character of God dominates the wreckage of every other institution & office.  God remains full of grace & truth in every situation (Lamentations 3:22-24).
God’s faithfulness is mirrored in the universe.  The stability of the universe, or heaven, mirrors God’s faithfulness, love, & care.  But even more important, it reflects the permanence of God’s laws & the fact the universe serves Him (Psalms 119:89-91).

God’s faithfulness is compared to marriage.  Betrothal was a binding commitment, the last step before the wedding.  The Lord emphasized the new marriage between Himself & Israel would be permanent.  Lovingkindness means “devotion, commitment.”  Israel would respond positively to the Lord’s love & acknowledge He is her husband & benefactor (Hosea 2:19-20).

God’s counsels are faithfulness (Isaiah 25:1).  God’s faithfulness was with Christ (Psalms 89:24).  God’s faithfulness is the belt of Christ (Isaiah 11:5).  We must praise God because of His faithfulness (Psalms 92:1-5).  We must declare God’s faithfulness (Psalms 40:10).  God’s faithfulness is necessary for Him to hear & answer our prayers (Psalms 143:1).  When we sin, God’s faithfulness is necessary to straighten us up (Psalms 119:75).  God’s faithfulness will not fail in spite of us (Psalms 89:30-33).
