Bible Moments – July 16, 2009
Understanding Nevertheless
My name is Antoine N. Holloway and I thank you for calling Bible Moments.  This message is brought to you by the Wildercroft Church of Christ, located at 6330 Auburn Avenue, Riverdale, Maryland 20737.
In Luke 5:1-7, we read the story of Jesus preaching on a fisherman’s boat in a lake.  When Christ had completed His sermon, He instructed Peter to “Launch out into the deep, and let down your nets for a draught.”  We have Peter, an experienced fisherman, who have fished all day long and have caught nothing, washing his nets, in essence, calling it a day.  We have Christ, a preacher and a carpenter, instructing an experienced fisherman to go back out into the same waters he just left, to lower his nets, and to catch a load of fish, which 5 minutes ago, were not biting.  To a fisherman, who makes his living by fishing, the command of Jesus was against human wisdom and logic.  The command to launch out into the deep and let down your nets for a draught can easily be perceived as a moronic request.  However, Peter did not question the Master; instead Peter’s response was “nevertheless.”  In spite of the fisherman’s handbook; in spite of my failure in catching fish today; in spite of my experience as a fisherman, NEVERTHELESS, I am going to do what Jesus said and let down the net.  And what happened?  Listen to your Bible!  In Luke 5:6-7, the Bible reads, “And when they had this done, they inclosed a great multitude of fishes: and their net brake.  And they beckoned unto their partners, which were in the other ship, that they should come and help them. And they came, and filled both the ships, so that they began to sink.”  
You may be asking yourself the question right now, “What does this story have to do with my life?”  Well, at times, the will of God for our lives and the commands He gives us to obey may be against human wisdom and logic.  The words of Jesus may appear to us to be a moronic request.  However, in order for us to profit in our lives and reap the benefits of obedience, we must first learn to say the word, “Nevertheless.”
