Bible Moments – July 23, 2009
Nevertheless: An Example
My name is Antoine N. Holloway and I thank you for calling Bible Moments.  This message is brought to you by the Wildercroft Church of Christ, located at 6330 Auburn Avenue, Riverdale, Maryland 20737.
Luke 5:5 is not the only passage in which the Lord’s will was done as a result of someone saying and purposing in their heart the Biblical principle of “nevertheless.”  In all three of the synoptic gospels, Jesus is recorded as using the word “nevertheless” and in all 3 scriptural passages; it was used in His prayer to the Father prior to His death on Calvary’s cross.  Listen to your Bible!  In Matthew 26:39, the Bible reads, “And he went a little further, and fell on his face, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou wilt” (Mark 14:36 and Luke 22:42).  In all three passages, we have Jesus recognizing nothing is too hard for God and asking God if there was another way to fulfill His purpose apart and separate from the crucifixion.  God chose the cross as the method by which redemption was to be brought into the world.  So, Jesus did not argue with God.  Jesus did not yield to the flesh, nor Satan; instead Jesus used the word “nevertheless” and triumphantly marched toward the cross, for this was the will of God.  

The word “nevertheless” when purposed in the heart allowed Jesus to change His focus from what He was about to experience to what God would have Him to do.  Since Christ died on the cross, we have the right to eternal life (John 3:16).  Since Christ died on the cross, we have salvation in Christ Jesus (2 Timothy 2:10).  Since Christ died on the cross, we have hope of the glory of God (Romans 5:1-2).  However, none of this would have happened if Christ had not humbled Himself and submitted to God’s will by first saying, “Nevertheless.”
