The Steps Of A Believer

Israel’s wilderness experiences are intended to illustrate for us the steps in the life of a Christian.  God allows various things to happen to us so He can teach, train, and mature us by His grace and knowledge.  A step is the first major move of an individual, which either points them in the right direction or the wrong direction.  The Bible has much to say about where we step.  Listen to your Bible!  In Jeremiah 10:23, the Bible reads, “O LORD, I know the way of man is not in himself; it is not in man who walks to direct his own steps.”  The word of God makes it abundantly clear we are incapable and unqualified to direct our own steps.  God is our manufacturer and He knows what we are able and unable to do in this life.  Even if we did have the capability to direct our own steps, we still have no authority from the LORD to direct them.  There is always a chance we will choose the wrong direction.  Only one step separates us from death.  Listen to your Bible!  In 1 Samuel 20:3, David said, “Your father certainly knows that I have found favor in your eyes, and he has said, ‘Do not let Jonathan know this, lest he be grieved.’  But truly, as the LORD lives and as your soul lives, there is but a step between me and death.”  Because a step in the wrong direction begins to turn the gears of death, we are in desperate need of having our steps ordered.  We must have our steps ordered by the Lord.  Listen to your Bible!  In Psalms 119:133, the Bible reads, “Direct my steps in Your word, and let no iniquity have dominion over me.”  When the Lord orders our steps, the Bible teaches this is a sign of a good man.  Listen to your Bible!  In Psalms 37:23, the Bible reads, “The steps of a good man are ordered by the LORD, and He delights in his way.”  Hence, as believers in Christ, we need to stand up, make like a “Kappa,” and step in the direction God would have us to go.  It is by doing this, we show ourselves to be children of His and He will continue to be our Guide through it all.
