Bible Moments – February 11, 2010
Do You Hear What I Hear?

In Matthew 7:24-27, Jesus said, “Therefore whosoever heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them, I will liken him unto a wise man, which built his house upon a rock: And the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; and it fell not: for it was founded upon a rock.  And every one that heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them not, shall be likened unto a foolish man, which built his house upon the sand: And the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; and it fell: and great was the fall of it.”
In our scriptural text, Jesus makes it abundantly clear how man is placed in two categories: either man is wise or man is foolish.  Jesus said if we hear and do what He says, then the Lord will consider us wise, but if we hear and not do what He says, then the Lord will consider us foolish.  Unfortunately, the problem we have in religion today is people claiming to hear Jesus and obey Jesus, but we are all doing different things.
If you hear what I hear, then we will all be hearing the same thing.  If you don’t hear what I hear, then why don’t you hear what I hear?  If I just happen to disagree with you, then why don’t I hear what you hear?  If we all look at the same source; if we all look at the Bible, the word of God, then we all should be hearing the same thing.  If not, then why not?  If I say, “I hear Jesus” and you say, “You hear Jesus,” then we ought to be in agreement with what we are hearing.  We ought not to have conversations in which I say, “I heard the Lord say this” and you say, “I didn’t hear Him say that.”  There should be no religious confusion among us, if we all claim to be hearing Jesus.
