Put Away False Gods

In Joshua 24:14-15, the Bible reads, “Now therefore fear the Lord, and serve him in sincerity and in truth: and put away the gods which your fathers served on the other side of the flood, and in Egypt; and serve ye the Lord.  And if it seem evil unto you to serve the Lord, choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served that were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the Lord.”

Oftentimes, when we think of false gods and idolatry, we have a tendency to limit it to statues, Satan, Allah, Buddha, Confucius, and mythical figures.  However, idolatry is putting anything in the place of God or putting anything ahead of God.  If our friends come before God, then our friends have become our idols.  If our family comes before God, then our family has become our idol.  If our career comes before God, then our career has become our idol.  If our homes, our cars, our clothes, and money come before God, then these things have become our idols.  We need to put away these things so God can be placed back in His rightful position of first place.

Therefore, let us put away idols and put on the armor of light.  “The night is far spent, the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the armour of light” (Romans 13:12).
