Enlightened Partaker Of The Holy Ghost

Hebrews 6:4-6 - For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted of the heavenly gift, and were made partakers of the Holy Ghost, And have tasted the good word of God, and the powers of the world to come, If they shall fall away, to renew them again unto repentance; seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, and put him to an open shame.

What is the problem with the Christian in Hebrews 6:4-6, in that the Hebrew writer teaches it is impossible to renew them again unto repentance?  To understand what he or she has gone through is to understand what he or she has experienced.  Question: What have they experienced?

 

This Christian Has Been Enlightened

Photizo (fo-tid'-zo) is the Greek word used in this text for “being enlightened,” and it is defined as “to shed rays, i.e. to shine or to brighten up: --enlighten, illuminate, (bring to, give) light, make to see.”  Some may say, “Well, I was enlightened when I obeyed the gospel.”  No, we received a revelation when we obeyed the gospel.  There is a difference between being enlightened and receiving a revelation.  To receive a revelation is to have a manifestation of divine truth revealed to you about God, His will, and us.  We do not become enlightened prior to our conversion or at our conversion, but rather after our conversion.  To be enlightened is to know Jesus is the best thing that has ever happened to us.  An enlightened person lives their lives talking the Word, living the Word, praying according to the Word, and they do this because they have tried the Word and the Word has worked for them according to the Word.  This person knows God is true because he has trusted in Him and knows from firsthand experience  God will do everything He said He is going to do in this Book.  This is the character of an enlightened Christian.

 

This Christian Is A Partaker Of The Holy Ghost

Metochos (met'-okh-os) is the Greek word used in this text for “partakers or participants,” and it is defined as “participant, i.e. a sharer; by implication an associate: --fellow, partaker, partner.”  Some may say, “Well, I have been a partner with the Holy Spirit since I became a Christian.”  No, we received the Holy Spirit by way of the word when we obeyed, which means we are workers together (co-workers) (Acts 5:32).  However, a partnership is having a closer relationship than when we first believed.  To have someone as our partner is to have someone who has complete trust in us and we have complete trust in them.  Once we have become partakers of the Holy Ghost, then we will either be sinless or we will sin less.  Why?  It is because we know the Holy Spirit has complete trust in us and we have complete trust in the Holy Spirit.  Therefore, we will not do anything to cause the Holy Spirit to question us, nor will the Holy Spirit do anything to cause us to question Him. – MORE ON THIS NEXT WEEK!!!
