A Taste Of The Divine
Hebrews 6:4-6 - For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted of the heavenly gift, and were made partakers of the Holy Ghost, And have tasted the good word of God, and the powers of the world to come, If they shall fall away, to renew them again unto repentance; seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, and put him to an open shame.

Geuomai (ghyoo'-om-ahee) is the Greek word used in this text for “tasted and tasting,” and it is defined as “to taste; by implication, to eat; figuratively, to experience (good or ill): --eat, taste.”  Therefore, when we have tasted, we have experienced a little bit of each of these things.  Question: What has this person experienced?  

This Person Has Experience The Heavenly Gift.  What is the heavenly gift?  The heavenly gift is that which God gives and the gift is eternal life in Christ Jesus.  Listen to your Bible!  In Romans 6:23, the Bible reads, “For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.”  In the book of Exodus, God delivered the children of Israel from Egyptian bondage and out of Egypt.  They were promised Canaan, the land that flows with milk and honey.  On their way to Canaan, they spent 40 years in the wilderness.  While in the wilderness, God was giving them drops of Canaan.  However, the only ones who made it to Canaan were the ones who actually tasted and experienced the Canaan God was giving them in the wilderness; same thing in Christianity.  God has delivered us from sin (2 Corinthians 1:9-10) and added us to His church (Acts 2:47).  However, not everybody in the church has tasted or experienced the piece of heaven God is giving us right here on earth (John 10:10).  All of us have been taken out of Egypt, but the question is “Has Egypt been taken out of us?”  When we take the time to taste the salvation to come, then we will no longer in our Christian walk yearn for the life we were delivered from, but rather hunger and thirst after the salvation which was promised to us.  

This Person Has Experienced The Good Word Of God.  What is the good word of God?  The gospel is the good word of God (1 Peter 1:25).  This person has experienced the proof of the excellence of the promise of God in sending the gospel.  The reading and preaching of the gospel, this person finds to be sweet to the taste of their souls.  This person is a genuine believer in that they have an appetite for the word of God.  They taste it, and their flavor for it is the more abundantly increased.  The more they get, the more they wish to have (Clarke‘s Commentary: Romans-Revelation page 725 1 column paragraph 2).  

This Person Has Experienced The Powers Of The World To Come.  What is the power of the world to come?  The powers of the world to come are the abundance and joys of eternal blessedness.  Therefore, when this person was sad, the Lord gave him a taste of gladness.  When this person was weary, the Lord gave him a taste of rest.  When this person was confused, the Lord gave him a taste of knowledge.  When God gives just a portion of knowledge to the confused, rest to the weary, and gladness to the sad in heart, then He is giving us an idea of how wonderful heaven is going to be.  Therefore, we live our lives in such a way never to jeopardize the complete gladness, rest, and knowledge promised to us in heaven.  These are the things the person in Hebrews 6:4-6 has experienced.
