Faithful In Doctrine

Acts 2:42 - And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers.

What Is Doctrine?

Doctrine is instruction.  Listen to your Bible!  In Proverbs 4:1-2, the Bible reads, “Hear, ye children, the instruction of a father, and attend to know understanding.  For I give you good doctrine, forsake ye not my law.”  Doctrine is teaching about God and how to live for Him.  Listen to your Bible!  In 2 Timothy 3:16-17, the Bible reads, “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished unto all good works.”  Doctrine affects both words and actions.  Listen to your Bible!  In 1 Timothy 1:8-11, the Bible reads, “But we know that the law is good, if a man use it lawfully; Knowing this, that the law is not made for a righteous man, but for the lawless and disobedient, for the ungodly and for sinners, for unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers of mothers, for manslayers, For whoremongers, for them that defile themselves with mankind, for menstealers, for liars, for perjured persons, and if there be any other thing that is contrary to sound doctrine; According to the glorious gospel of the blessed God, which was committed to my trust.”  Also, in Titus 2:1-2, the Bible reads, “But speak thou the things which become sound doctrine: That the aged men be sober, grave, temperate, sound in faith, in charity, in patience.”

Jesus Christ Himself was the Master Teacher; the very best there was, when it came to proclaiming and articulating what it means to be faithful in doctrine.  Listen to your Bible!  In Matthew 7:28-29, the Bible reads, “And it came to pass, when Jesus had ended these sayings, the people were astonished at His doctrine: For He taught them as one having authority, and not as the scribes.”  Also, hear Jesus in John 7:16-17, where He said, “My doctrine is not mine, but His that sent me.  If any man will do His will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of Myself.”
What Does It Mean To Be Faithful In Doctrine? 

Being faithful to the doctrine of Christ means we are steadfast, unmovable, and always abounding in the work of the Lord.  Being faithful means we are full of faith.  How does one receive faith?  Romans 10:17 teaches “So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.”  Therefore, to be faithful in doctrine means being completely full of trust and belief in God and His teachings.

Why Must We Be Faithful In Doctrine?  

If we are unfaithful to the doctrine of Christ, then we are transgressing God’s law and violating God’s law is sin.  Listen to your Bible!  In 1 John 3:4, the Bible reads, “Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.”  If we are unfaithful to the doctrine of Christ, then we do not have God on our side (2 John 9-11).
