Faithful In Attendance

Hebrews 10:23-25 - Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for He is faithful that promised;) And let us consider one another to provoke unto love and to good works: Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.

As Christians, when it comes to Biblical doctrine, we must be faithful in attendance.  We must understand Hebrews 10:25 is not a suggestion.  It is not an option, but it is a command, which must be obeyed by each and every one of us.

Let us look at 2 of the main verbs in Hebrews 10:25 and know the absolute necessity of what it means to be faithful in attendance.  

FORSAKING

Forsaking means leaving, letting go, and/or abandoning.  Forsaking is not the same word as missing.  What is the difference?  Missing means I was not here, for whatever reason.  Forsaking means I could have been here, but I made a choice not to be here.  So, if we truly understand this, I can miss worship and not forsake worship, but I cannot forsake worship and not miss.  If I forsake, then I miss, but just because I miss does not mean I have forsaken.  The verb used in Hebrews 10:25 is not missing, but rather it is forsaking.  However, the question must now be asked, “What are we not to forsake?”  We are not to forsake the ASSEMBLING.
ASSEMBLING

Assembling is a verb meaning gathering and/or coming together.  Assembling is not the same word as assembly.  Assembly is a noun meaning people who have come together for a common purpose.  Forsaking an assembling is different than forsaking the assembly.  What is the difference?  If I forsake the assembly, then I have fallen away from the Lord because I have left, let go, and abandoned the Lord and His church.  Now, if I forsake the assembling, then this means when the church assembles, I have to be there.  If I make the choice to be somewhere else when I could have been there, then I have forsaken the assembling of us together.  This is sin!

Would we be considered faithful in attendance at work if we forsook one day a week? A month? Or even a year, without being providentially hindered?  Would we be considered faithful in attendance at work if we came to work, took a lunch, and did not return to work until the next business day without being providentially hindered?  Let us remain faithful and not waver in our attendance.
