Faithful In Disposition – The Spirit Of Power In Attendance

2 Timothy 1:7 – “For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind.”

What Is Disposition?

Disposition is one’s spirit.  Disposition is one's usual mood; temperament.  Disposition is a habitual inclination; a tendency.  Our disposition should not be one of fear, bondage, cowardice, or timidity, for God has not given us this spirit.  However, our disposition should be one of power, love, and a sound mind.  When it comes to church attendance, forgiveness, and fellowship or another topic under the doctrine of Christ, we must keep in mind which spirit we are of.  Our goal should be to save souls, not destroy them, and our disposition plays a vital role in the saving and restoration of souls (Luke 9:51-56).

As Christians, We Must Exercise The Spirit Of Power In Attendance

If we are faithful in our disposition of power, then we will have the ability to encounter our antagonists and dangers.  We will have the competency to bear our trials.  We will have the faculty to triumph in persecution.  The enemy is always trying to keep us away from God and His people.  When we are going through the dark night of the storm, oftentimes, the devil tries to use trials to keep us from assembling with the saints.  However, if we utilize the spirit God has given us, then we will have the tendency and the habitual inclination to come to worship, even when we do not feel like it.  God knows there is something invigorating about His house, for He knows it is only in His house an individual can walk in here sad and leave here glad; walk in here down and leave here up; and walk in here lost and leave here saved.  We will experience this, if we are faithful in the spirit of power and the doctrine of attendance.

Understanding The Spirit Of Hebrews 10:23-25
We must hold fast the profession of our hope without wavering.  Why?  It is because God is the one who made the promise of eternal rest and He is faithful.  We cannot waver because God does not waver.  Remember!  The LORD is our banner (Exodus 17:15)!  He is our standard of faithfulness.  The whole point of coming together is to provoke each other unto love and good works.  If we forsake the assembling of the saints, then we have just missed a God-appointed opportunity to provoke each other unto love and good works.  The word “consider” in this text means, “to observe,” “to contemplate,” or “to have an intelligent insight into.”  How can we encourage one another if we are unfaithful in our attendance?  Are we able to observe one another, if we are not here?  Can we contemplate over a brother or sister’s situation, if we are not here to know what the situation is?  Is it possible to have intelligent insight into another Christian’s plight, if we did not think enough about God and our brethren to assemble with them?  We must understand love and good works need to be provoked.  As Christians, our presence in the Assembly of God can have a tremendous impact on one another.  This is why Christians are commanded to come together.

We must exhort one another. Exhorting means, “Coming alongside and inspiring one another with the truth.”  As Christians, when we come together, we are making up a local congregation or assembly where the gospel message is preached, but also where the Word of God is applied to the circumstances of our lives. Why must we exhort one another?  We must exhort one another because the Day of Judgment is at hand and God has set it up that it is through assembling together we encourage each other more to remain faithful to Him.  Let us have the proper spirit of power by using the ability and authority we have in Christ to always have a desire to assemble with our brothers and sisters no matter what.
