Who Is A Believer? – Part 2

A believer is a person who believes.  The word “believe” is a verb that presupposes action.  If we say we believe and demonstrate no action, then we have said nothing but a word.  Again, “believe” is a verb that presupposes action.  “Faith” is a noun which describes that action.  The difference between a believer and a Christian is a Christian has faith, but a believer does not.  All Christians are believers, but all believers are not Christians.  A Christian is a believer who is confident (2 Timothy 1:12).  A Christian is a believer who is obedient according to Acts 8:5-13 & Acts 16:25-35.
