Baptism Is The Birth Of The Christian

Baptism is the birth of the Christian.  Listen to your Bible!  In John 3:5, the Bible reads, “Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.”  To be born of water and the Spirit involves being baptized in water in obedience to the teaching of the Holy Spirit.  How does the Spirit teach us?  He does so through the Word of God (Ephesians 6:17).  In the Bible, we learn of the importance of being baptized in water.  So, it is the Spirit who teaches us to be baptized as we read His Word.  This is what the apostle Paul meant in 1 Corinthians 12:13.   "For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body--whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or free--and have all been made to drink into one Spirit." We must grow in our knowledge of God's Word, and we must remain faithful to God in the one church (Revelation 2:10).
