The Spirit Of Praying
Philippians 4:6 – “Be careful for nothing; but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God.”
As Christians, we pray prayers to God.  When we talk to our Father in heaven, our disposition (spirit) must be right with Him.  The word “PRAYER” is an acronym, which describes such a spirit.

The “P” In PRAYER Is Prevailing (Genesis 32:28)

Our prayers to God must be prevailing.  To prevail means “to become effective, to succeed, & to triumph.”  There are times when we must prevail in prayer as Jacob did.  God does things when we pray persistently that He otherwise would not do.  Remember the Lord’s parable about the widow & the judge (Luke 18:1-8).

The “R” In PRAYER Is Requesting (Matthew 7:7)

When we pray, we are making our request known to God.  Unfortunately, some Christians fail to pray as they should until such a time trouble strikes.  We must pray often & in much faith, knowing we are making our request known to a big God.  God desires our daily fellowship with Him in prayer, petition, & praise.

The “A” In PRAYER Is Accepting (Matthew 21:22)

When we pray, we must pray prayers God will accept.  Many Christians pray often, but they fail to receive from God because they lack faith.  We must ask with expectancy, accepting God’s blessing by faith (Mark 11:24).

The “Y” In PRAYER Is Yielding (Luke 22:42)

Jesus was facing the cross.  His life was at stake, but He yielded to His Father’s will.  When we pray, prayers will be answered; burdens will be lifted; broken homes will be mended; & souls will be won to Christ when we yield our will to God’s will.

The “E” In PRAYER Is Evangelizing (Romans 10:1-3)

How often do we pray for the salvation of others?  Our prayers can reach around the world to touch the lives of preachers who evangelize & the unsaved that need to hear, receive, & obey the message.  The prayer of faith is effective, according to James 5:16, both far & near, to sustain, save, & secure all.

The “R” In PRAYER Is Rejoicing (John 16:24)

Rejoicing comes with the anticipation of answered prayer.  It is an act of faith preceding the answer.  Remember 2 Chronicles 20.  Jehoshaphat prayed, God instructed, Judah praised God, & God brought forth a great victory for His people & they didn’t even have to fight.  We must praise the Lord after our prayers are answered, for God is worthy of our praise.  This is the spirit we must have when we pray.
