Confess The Best

In Matthew 10:32-33, the Bible reads, “Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess also before my Father which is in heaven.  But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father which is in heaven.”
God's plan for saving man from his sins includes the confession of our belief Jesus is the Christ, the Son of the living God.
