Confess The Best – Part 2

Confessing Christ is essential to our salvation.  After Philip had preached Christ to the Ethiopian eunuch, he confessed, "I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God" (Acts 8:37). This was the only way Philip could know the eunuch believed. Philip then baptized him in Acts 8:38. If we want to go to Heaven, we too must make the same confession the eunuch did (Matthew 10:32-33 and 1 John 4:15).  Just like there were some who confessed Christ, there were others who did not confess Christ. The parents of the blind man healed by Jesus would not confess Him out of fear of being put out of the synagogue (John 9:22). Others among the rulers would not confess Him out of fear of the Pharisees, being put out of the synagogue, and because they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God (John 12:42-43). They believed in Him, but would not confess Him, and therefore could not be saved. This shows us that believing only will not save an individual!

One cannot become a Christian unless he confesses Jesus is the Christ, the Son of the living God.  In Romans 10:9-10, the Bible reads, “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.  For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.”  One day, everyone will confess Christ (Romans 14:11-12 and Philippians 2:9-11). But if we wait until the Judgment Day to confess Christ, it will be too late for us to be saved! "Now is the day of salvation" (2 Corinthians 6:2). If we believe Jesus Christ is the Son of God, then confess Him today and be baptized into Him (Galatians 3:26-27).
